Ms. Mason entered on duty on January 27, 1986 and, after graduation from the FBI Training Academy in Quantico, Virginia, was assigned to the Kansas City Division’s white collar crime squad.  Kansas City was a small office at the time with only 8 female agents, so she was frequently asked to help with other types of criminal cases including bank robberies, kidnappings, shooting homicides, jailhouse suicides, human trafficking, and undercover work.  This broad experience formed the foundation for Ms. Mason’s skill and confidence working any type of investigation.

In September of 1990, Ms. Mason was transferred to the New York Division where she spent the next 24 years assigned to the White Collar Crime Branch.  During that time, she investigated hundreds of cases involving financial institution fraud, mortgage fraud, bank fraud, Ponzi schemes, fraud against the government, environmental crime, and civil rights violations.  The successful prosecutions of these cases were recognized through the receipt of numerous awards and commendations by the FBI, the Department of Justice, and other federal, state and local partners.   

Environmental Crimes

Ms. Mason developed an expertise in the area of environmental crimes.  The following are some examples of her extensive work as the case agent in numerous successful environmental crime prosecutions from 1986 through 2008:
 
•	Disrupted and dismantled an organized group of environmental criminals who dumped sewage sludge dozens of times in New York harbor to avoid the more costly authorized trip to the 110-mile dump site.  This case involved several pleas and convictions of the company’s executive management through two criminal trials in the Eastern District of New York – Ms. Mason testified several times at grand jury and at trial.

•	Global convictions of Royal Caribbean Cruise Lines for the illegal dumping of oil waste into various waters around the world.

•	Convictions of several executive managers of a major utility company related to the cover-up and illegal disposal of asbestos in the aftermath of a fatal steam pipe explosion in mid-town Manhattan.  The subjects in this case were also charged with violations of Emergency Planning and Community Right To-Know Act (EPCRA).

•	Guilty pleas from the owners and managers of Rose Chemicals, an EPA-permitted PCB treatment and processing plant in Holden, Missouri.  Instead of being treated as required by their permit, the PCB material was illegally mixed with non-PCB material and shipped for disposal to a municipal landfill as non-toxic waste. 

Examples of Other White-Collar Investigations  

•	Dozens of financial institution fraud cases involving money laundering and structuring all of which included the analysis of voluminous amounts of information from SARs and other sources in order to reduce the details of the case to a concise summary and investigative course of action.

•	Complex investigation which lead to the prosecution of the ringleaders of a group of mortgage fraudsters arrested as part of the national takedown known as Bad Deeds.  Investigative plan included the analysis of hundreds of Suspicious Activities Reports (SARs) and dozens of bank accounts, as well as, the building of databases, pivot tables, link charts, and spreadsheets outlining money laundering, structuring, and other fraudulent transactions.  This investigation led to the indictment of fourteen co-conspirators of this fraud.   

•	Team Leader of a search warrant at a Manhattan mansion which involved the coordination of the roles of over 50 Special Agents, art appraisers, computer forensic experts, tactical entry, and seizure of millions of dollars of artwork.

Ms. Mason was an integral member of the FBI’s elite Evidence Response Team, a team charged with the collection of forensic evidence.  From 1998 to 2013, Ms. Mason was a Team Leader of one of the five eight-member response teams in the New York Office.  This involved responding to local, national, and international crime scenes.  
 
Ms. Mason managed all aspects of responses to crime scenes including initial assignment, site survey, preparation for personnel, equipment logistics, potential safety issues, and time constraints.  She was responsible for ensuring legal authority to search the crime scene and to execute the processing of the crime scene according to a twelve-step guideline that includes planning the order of evidence collection (i.e. when to start photographs, dusting for fingerprints, collecting hairs and fibers, bodily fluids, etc.), logistical readiness, site assessments, and documentation.  Attention to every detail is crucial during these responses.  Training and experience are required for the role of team leader as expertise in the collection of evidence is mandatory.  Ms. Mason was also responsible for all evidence being properly packaged for chain of custody purposes, cross-contamination purposes, and transport to the laboratory for analysis.  She also prepared for and testified several times at trials in U.S. District Court on evidence related matters.

•	Team Leader in charge of the collection of evidence and human remains for nine months following the attack on the World Trade Center.

•	Team Member for the collection of evidence after the 1996 bombing of Khobar Towers at the U.S. Air Base in Dhahran, Saudi Arabia during which 19 servicemen were murdered.
